Author: A number of authors have been suggested as the compiler of Kings: Jeremiah, Ezra, or Ezekiel.
Date of writing: Since the author is unconfirmed, the date is as well.
Purpose: To trace the history of the kings of Judah and Israel from the end of David’s life to the Babylonian captivity. 1 and 2 Kings were originally a single book, but the books were divided to make them easier to use. The history is selective and demonstrates for a captive people the need to walk with the Lord.  
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Idea: Division and destruction follow disobedience.
